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General Information About This Pattern

It is very important that you print this pattern out WITHOUT SCALING or RESIZING.
These options are in the print dialog box (the window that pops up when you go to print).
To confirm the pattern is printed correctly,
measure either the large grid ( should 8x10 inches)
or the small grid (should be 4x4 cm).

After you print, using either a fabric pen, a fine-tip permanent marker or even a ball-point pen,
trace the pattermns onto gridded pattern tracing paper or just plain, non-fusible interfacing.

This pattern is for two different
kinds of mitts. There is one
pattern piece for the full mitt
and two pieces for the
fingertip mitt. All

seam allowances are 1/2".

Oven Mitt Top
Match to Bottom on dotted line and "X's.

Cut 2 of Fabric
Cut 2 of Lining
Cut 2 of Cotton Batting
Cut 2 of Mylar/Poly Batting
(can substitute cotton)




Oven Mitt Bottom Half
Match to top half on dotted line and 'X's
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Fingertip Mitt
Piece #1

Cut 1 of fabric

Cut 1 of Lining

Cut 1 of Cotton Batting
Cut 1 of Mylar/Poly Batting
| (may substitute
cotton batting)
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Fingertip Mitt
Piece #2

Cut 2 of Fabric
Cut 2 of Lining
Cut 2 of Cotton Batting
